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GROUNDBREAKING EUROPEAN UNION PROJECT TO PROMOTE ACTIVE AND HEALTHY AGING IN THE INFORMATION SOCIETY 

The project SEACW (Social Ecosystem for Antiaging, Capacitation and Wellbeing) is led by a Spanish SME with the participation of 8 partners from 5 different European countries (Bulgaria, France, Italy, Malta and Spain).
This Project is funded by the CIP-ICT-PSP programme of the European Commission and it addresses two main priorities of the European society: active and healthy aging and the spread of digital skills. Population aging, and especially the risk of isolating the elderly, which is linked, has enormous economic and social consequences. These could be avoided thanks to the opportunities that the information technologies offer in this New Age of Knowledge: social networking, participation, learning and education, new jobs, etc.

SEACW will create an attractive and friendly environment; a meeting-point for all those citizens who might be interested in active and healthy aging. It will encourage the use of new technological tools to train and provide information to social agents, the elderly and the general public, looking for the social inclusion of the elderly, the intergenerational cooperation and the increase of healthy life expectancy. The Ecosystem will contain digital literacy, specific courses and information, all supported on open source internet technologies, mobile applications, social networks, etc.

A balanced consortium between small and medium enterprises, Universities and non-profit organisations, ensures the knowledge sharing and commercial sustainability of the project. Nine partners, led by the Coordinator –Aliad knowledge and Service LTD (Spain, www.aliad.es)- integrate the consortium: University Carlos III (Spain, www.uc3m.es), GIP EFTLV (France, www.gipeftlv.fr), Gruppo Sigla (Italy, www.grupposigla.it), E-SENIORS (France, www.e-seniors.asso.fr), Exor Group LTD (Malta, www.exorgroup.com), University of Vic (Spain, www.uvic.es), Institute of Neurobiology – Bulgarian Academy of Sciences (Bulgaria, www.bio.bas.bg/neurobiology) and University of Technology of Troyes (France, www.utt.fr).
